»Why do you call me good?« Jesus answered. »No one is
good — except God alone.«
Mk 10,18)

The question whether an incarnated God, truly human and
truly divine, can exist, seems to divide Islam and Christianity.
However, both traditions affirm the claim that certain perfect
humans have actually existed and that they should be praised
and imitated. A comparative-theological perspective indicates
that there are similar debates in Christology and, particularly,
Shiite Imamology on whether true humans can be or become
sinless — or even impeccable. This conference shall bring toge-
ther Christian and Muslim theologians in order to engage in a
discussion on human perfection, which may be fruitful to both
sides: Christians can be inspired and assisted in their attempt to
understand the apparent incompatibility of peccable human
and impeccable divine nature in one person. Muslims can be in-
spired and assisted in their attempt to understand how humans
could ever become perfect in light of God’s exclusive perfec-
tion.
